Minutes of the Meeting Held 

January 9, 2007

The St. Jude School Commission (the “Commission”) met on January 9, 2007. The following members of the Commission were present, constituting a quorum:  Cheryl McAllen, Chairperson; Mary Ann Chamberlin, Vice-Chairperson; John A. Hovanec, Secretary; Sr. James Michael, Ex-Officio Member and Administrative Officer; Kathleen Fluke, Member; Paul Sahm, Member; and John Swhear, Member.
The Chairperson opened the meeting at 7:30 pm.  She recognized Mary Ann Chamberlin who provided an opening prayer.

The minutes from the previous meeting of the Commission held on November 28, 2006 were approved, with corrections, having been previously distributed to the members of the Commission.

Mrs. McAllen and Paul Sahm, on behalf of Michael Croddy, advised that Father Steve would like references and competitive bids regarding the installation of the security door. 

The Commission approved a Registration Fee of $100.00 for the 2007-2008 school years.  Book fees shall be rolled into tuition.  The Kindergarten Registration Fee remains the same as the previous year.

Mr. Sahm and Mrs. Fluke will begin preparing the 2007-2008 budget.  Teacher Intention letters are due to Sister in February ’07.

Mr. Swhear advised the Technology Committee is considering spending the bulk of its budget on the Computer Lab.

Mrs. Chamberlin discussed marketing development and tuition assistance.

Mrs. McAllen plans to begin the discernment process of new members in March ’07.  Also, she reported that Mr. Croddy may have a third police officer assisting after school dismissal.  Finally, Mrs. McAllen passed out a detailed handout explaining the Parish Master Plan.

Sister James Michael advised the 4Sight test will take place January 8 to January 19 for students in grades 3-6; the annual Geography Bee will take place January 12; Archbishop Daniel M. Buechlein, O.S.B will celebrate mass at St. Jude on January 24 at 10:00; the Spelling Bee will take place January 26; Faith Assessment religion tests will be given to grades 3, 6 and 8 starting February 5; registration for present families is planned on February 6; the Homework Watcher is receiving good reviews; and she is hiring Mrs. Silver as a resource teacher during Mrs. Keating’s medical leave.

The motion was seconded, and the Commission adjourned at 9:20 p.m.
